Focus: Reading skills (scanning for specific information), speaking skills, writing,
searching the internet, evaluating information

Materials: a) computers with internet access,

b) the internet site http://www.theacropolismuseum.gr/2pname=Home&Ia=2,
c) the blackboard

Activity 1

Warm-up: Creating an Acropolis Museum Vocabulary Web (5-10 minutes)

To get students warmed up, we start with the following activity.

In the middle of the board, the teacher writes the word *Acropolis Museum”
and draws a star around it. He/she tells the students that they will have two or
three minutes to brainstorm as many vocabulary words as possible related to
the topic of “New Acropolis Museum”. At this point the teacher informs
students that they shouldn’t worry about giving a “wrong answer.”

The teacher has a student write every word they say on the board; evaluating
their responses will be done in the next stage of the activity.

Activity 2

Pre-reading activity: Activating background knowledge (5-10 minutes)

Before your students read the text, have them complete the pre-reading quiz
(see below).

After the students have finished the quiz, the teacher does not give them the
correct answers right away.

Discuss with them all the possible answers they have given. Also discuss
answers in the previous warm-up activity.

Activity 3

Reading: Scanning for specific information (10-15 minutes)

Students are divided in groups, depending on the number of computers
available in the computer laboratory.

The teacher asks them to connect to the internet site:
http://www.theacropolismuseum.gr/¢pname=Home&la=2.

The teacher tells them that from the *Home page”, they should click “The
Parthenon Gallery”. The teacher informs students that they will look for the
answers to the pre-reading quiz there.

If students are unfamiliar with reading activities in which they scan for specific
information, the teacher explains that they should only look for the
information that will help them answer the questions, rather than frying to
understand every word or sentence.

Activity 4

Part a) Authentic reading activity, note taking: (5 minutes)

Students are divided in two groups.

The first group is directed to the “Home page”. Their task is to find information
about opening hours, admission prices, and how to buy fickets.
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The second group is directed to the *"Home page”. Their task is to find
information about how to get to the museum.

The teacher tells them to keep short notes, based on the information
contained in the web site.

Part b) Authentic communicative speaking activity, role play: (5 minutes)
After students have completed the note taking, the teacher tells them to form
pairs which contain a student from the first group and a student from the
second group. Each students in the pair has information that the other
student doesn’t have.

Next, the teacher assigns roles to the students. They are both tourists who
meet at the "Eleftherios Venizelos” airport.

The first student (student 1) is an English tourist who wants to visit the “Acropolis
Museum”. He/She knows about opening hours and admission prices, but
doesn’t know how to get there.

The second student (student 2) is an Australian tourist who also wanfts to visit
the “Acropolis Museum”. He/She knows how to get there, but doesn’t know
about opening hours and admission prices.

Their task is to share information in order to fill in the following tables:

Optional Activity

Researching famous museums: Writing a Fact Sheet (Library/Homework
Assignment)

In this optional activity, students will write fact sheets about famous museums
in the world. Students work in groups or individually. The teacher assigns each
student/group a different famous museum to research, or alternatively, allows
students to choose. Students should gather information searching the
Internet. To do so, they can work from home, or use the school computer
laboratory.
